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OUR MISSION: 

Sapphire Fund was established in 2002 to support the efforts of organizations contributing to 
the health and well-being of Philadelphia’s lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgendered 
(LGBTQ) community and those who support them. Sapphire Fund is a volunteer 
organization, conceived and run by members and supporters of the Philadelphia LGBTQ 
community. 

Sapphire Fund identifies organizations that advance the LGBTQ community through 
education, advocacy, arts and cultural opportunities; in addition to HIV/AIDS research, 
education, prevention and treatment. To this end Sapphire Fund engages in activities that 
raise monies so that grants may be given to those chosen beneficiaries in support of these 
goals.  

To achieve this mission, Sapphire Fund is committed to: 

¶ Providing funding to strengthen existing LGBTQ community organizations. 

¶ Providing resources and funding for new projects and organizations that are designed to 
have a positive impact on the LGBTQ community. 

¶ Promoting understanding and a positive self image among the diverse cultural and ethnic 
elements of the local LGBTQ community. 

¶ Maintaining an appropriately diverse portfolio of beneficiaries; assuring through due 
process that said beneficiaries are chosen based on financial need, mission 
implementation consistent with that of the Sapphire Fund, and fair representation of 
various demographics found within the community. 

¶ Increasing the awareness of the established philanthropic community with regard to the 
needs of the LGBTQ community.  

Since its inception, Sapphire Fund has returned more than $250,000.00 to our community.

The Sapphire Fund is extremely proud of the work undertaken by our beneficiaries.     
Sapphire Fund is proud to have designated the following organizations as our beneficiaries 
for fiscal 2008.  Funds will be disbursed to these organizations in June of 2008, at the end of 
our fiscal fund-raising cycle. 

William Way LGBT Community Center:  Serving over 2500 people each month, WWCC 
offers an array of programming and services that target LGBT groups and community 
organizations.  Over 70 groups meet at the Community Center on a regular basis.  
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Calcutta House: Calcutta House exists to serve people with AIDS and to support the self-
empowerment of each person to live as fully as their situation permits. Calcutta House 
provides supportive housing with services responsive to the individual: those who are dying, 
those able to rebuild their lives and move on to independence, and those who will continue 
to require the assistance of supportive housing.  

GALAEI:  GALAEI is devoted to creating an awareness of the issues affecting 
Philadelphia's Latino, lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender communities. GALAEI's work 
focuses on improving the quality of life for all Latinos and LGBT people, especially in the 
area of HIV/AIDS and other health-related issues. 

Mountain Meadow:  Mountain Meadow creates a safe and supportive community where 
children of LGBTQ families are empowered to affirm and appreciate family diversity. 
Through cultivation of multi-generational relationships, Mountain Meadow enhances 
communication skills and cultural acceptance and provides programming to grow awareness 
of non-traditional families and their allies, installing in our children the confidence to be 
competent in the face of ignorance and intolerance.

has returned more than 1.5 million dollars in its 18 year history), as well as smaller 
neighborhood brunches and cocktail receptions.  Cash donations for any of these events 
help us defray the associated costs, directly increasing the proceeds available to our 
beneficiaries. 

Matching Donations
